The Radio Isanganiro or « Meeting Point » isaradio
created in Bujumbura, the capital city of BURUNDI
under initiave of Ijambo Association, an association
made essentially by journalists who work or had been
worked within the Studio Ijambo;which isworking in
the estate of conflicts resolution by the radio.

Radio Isanganiro had been approuved by the National
Counsel of Communication on the 10™ june 2002;
then had began to broadcast in frequence modulation
(FM) on the 18" November 2002.
At the beginning, the coverage was limited in Bujumbura, some parts of rural Bujumbura,
some parts of districts of Bubanza and Cibitoke, located in the north-western Burundi.

Since 29" april 2003, the Radio Isanganiro uses six transmittors disseminated through the
whole country,that will help to cover the whole national territory,almost the whole Rwandan
territory except some areas, some parts of eastern of the Democratic Republic of Congo and
western Tanzania, where are dispered Burundians camps of refugees.

The Radio Isanganiro broadcasts more than 112hours per week: 16 hours per day, from
Monday to Sunday, from 6:00" A.M. to 10:00 P.M.

Theradio isalso available on internet at www. Isanganiro.org ,sinceit has started to
broadcast. The work of the radio is numbered, from the time of collection of information up to
the time of broadcasting, in passing by treatment.
